ADVANCE QUESTIONS TO ETHIOPIA-Add.1

ARGENTINA

Ley de Proclamacién de Sociedades y Organizaciones Benéficas

Esta ley, aprobada por el Congreso Etiope en 2009, penalizara las actividades de
derechos humanos emprendidas por las organizaciones etiopes que reciban mas de un
diez por ciento de su financiacion de fuentes extranjeras, asi como también
penalizard las actividades de derechos humanos de las ONG extranjeras. La
Argentina querria preguntar como se garantizara el derecho a la libertad de reunion y
asociacion por medio de la nueva legislacion.

Discapacidad

La Argentina querria preguntar al gobierno de Etiopia qué medidas concretas se
estan tomando con el fin de garantizar los derechos de las personas con discapacidad,
en especial los nifios y las mujeres.

Género

En 2009 el Equipo de Pais de Naciones Unidas —-UNCT- sefialé que persisten
disparidades de género en todos los niveles debido a diferencias entre hombres y
mujeres en cuanto al acceso y control de recursos, asi como el acceso limitado de las
mujeres a la educacion, la representacion politica, el poder de decision y el acceso a
la tierra y el alimento. La Argentina desea preguntar qué medidas piensa
implementar Etiopia para dar solucién a esta inequidad.

El CEDAW manifest6 su preocupacion acerca de la falta de legislacion especifica
para combatir y castigar la violencia contra las mujeres. También manifesté su
preocupacion acerca del indice de violaciones de mujeres existentes en el pais.
Asimismo el CRC manifestd su preocupacion acerca de las altas tasas de explotacion
y abuso sexual de mujeres, especialmente nifias. En un informe de la OIM del afio
2006 se sefial6 a Etiopia como uno de los paises proveedores de hombres, mujeres y
nifios para el trafico de personas para trabajo forzado y fines de explotacion sexual.
La Argentina desea saber qué medidas especificas se han llevado a cabo para
combatir el trafico de personas, y la violencia contra las mujeres y dar una adecuada
atencion a las victimas de estos flagelos.

En 2009, el Equipo de Pais de Naciones Unidas notd que en el rango etareo que va
de los 15 a los 49 afios la tasa de mutilacion genital femenina es del 74.9 %. La
Argentina desea preguntar que medidas se estan llevando a cabo para erradicar esta
practica.

CEDAW urgio6 a Etiopia para que realice esfuerzos para mejorar la educacion en las
nifias y mujeres en areas rurales y urbanas. La Argentina desea preguntar qué
estrategias estd implementando Etiopia para asegurar el acceso de las mujeres a todos
los niveles de educacién y para eliminar el abandono escolar y reducir las altas tasas
de repeticion escolar de las mujeres.

What measures is the Government of Ethiopia adopting to strengthen protection
against torture and other cruel, inhuman or degrading treatment or punishment? Does
the Government consider acceding to the Optional Protocol to the Convention
against Torture and Other Cruel, Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment?

In relation to numerous reports of alleged rapes committed by members of the
military forces, how is the Government ensuring their human rights education and
training and their accountability for any violations of human rights, in particular with
regard to vulnerable groups such as women, children, persons of minority sexual
orientation and gender identity?

How is ensured through national legislation and practice effective implementation
of the international obligations of Ethiopia from the international human rights
treaties it is a party to, e.g. the right to privacy and non-discrimination stemming
from the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights?

What measures are being adopted to strengthen protection of children against
violence and protection of human rights of children in particular of children from
vulnerable groups as those alleged to have violated the law, convicted or of children
of persons in detention or in prison and of refugee and internally displaced children?

According to the information by the Office of the UN High Commissioner for
Human Rights, 66 countries from different regions of the world have issued standing
invitations to all special procedures of the Human Rights Council.

Considering previous cooperation of Ethiopia with special procedures mandate
holders and despite numerous pending requests by several Special Rapporteurs to
visit Ethiopia - would your country consider extending a standing invitation to all
special procedures of the Human Rights Council in the future?

UNITED KINGDOM OF GREAT BRITAIN AND NORTHERN IRELAND

Could you please elaborate on the involvement of civil society in the preparation
process of Ethiopia's National Report on Human Rights; and are there plans to
involve them in the follow up to the report?

Can you please confirm the existence of national human rights institutions in
Ethiopia, which operate independently of government and whether these have
demonstrated an ability to hold government to account? What plans are there for
accreditation in line with the Paris Principles?

Will the Government of Ethiopia consider reviewing or amending the Charities and
Societies Proclamation to ensure greater access to funding, including from
international sources?
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Ethiopia has a number of outstanding requests to visit from various UN Rapporteurs
and independent experts on human rights issues. What plans to you have for taking
forward these visit requests? Will you consider extending a standing invitation to all
special procedures mandate holders to undertake visits?

What plans does the Government of Ethiopia have to undertake a credible and
independent investigation of alleged human rights violations in the Somali Region?

Will the Government of Ethiopia move quickly to appoint a new and independent
Human Rights Commissioner?

What measures has the government taken to ensure that people are free to exercise

their political rights as laid down in the Constitution and other relevant legislation
and in conformity with international standards?
