“The Spanish Government accedes to the Optional Protocol to the International Covenant on Civil
and Political Rights, on the understanding that the provisions of article 5, para. 2, of that Protocol
mean that the Human Rights Committee shall not consider any communication from an individual
unlessit has ascertained that the same matter has not been or is not being examined under another
procedure of international investigation or settlement”.

The ratification of the Convention by Spain shal not affect the constitutional provisions
concerning succession to the Spanish crown”.

“1. Spain understands that article 21, para. (d), of the Convention may never be construed to
permit financial benefits other than those needed to cover strictly necessary expenditure which
may have arisen from the adoption of children residing in another country.

“2. Spain, wishing to make common cause with those States and humanitarian organizations
which have manifested their disagreement with the contents of article 38, paras. 2-3, of the
Convention, also wishes to express its disagreement with the age limit fixed therein and to
declare that the said limit appears insufficient, by permitting the recruitment and participation in
armed conflict of children having attained the age of fifteen years.”

Article 17,
paragraph 1, of OP-ICESCR states that “ The present Protocol is open for signature by any State
that has signed, ratified or acceded to the Covenant”.
