o Which measures have been undertaken by the government of Malta to ensure and to
reinforce the independence of public and private media and to guarantee the press
freedom?

o Which efforts has the government of Malta made to strengthen the fight against

corruption and organized financial crime?



Is the government of Malta considering to put in place temporary special measures in
areas where women are underrepresented or disadvantaged and provide additional
resources to accelerate the improvement of the status of women?
